Definition of Disability 

According to the Equality Act 2010, a person has a disability if:
a) He or she has a physical or mental impairment.
b) The impairment has a substantial and long-term adverse effect on his or her ability to carry out normal day-to-day activities. 

Legal Background 

Under the Equality Act 2010 all schools must have an Accessibility Plan. The Equality Act 2010 replaced all existing equality legislation including the Disability Discrimination Act. Schools cannot lawfully discriminate against pupils because of sex, race, disability, religion or belief and sexual orientation.

Review and Evaluation

The plan is valid for three years from 2022-2025. It is reviewed annually.
